                  The 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
  
Dear Parishioners, 
 

July 25th marks the feast of St. James the Apostle.  In scripture, there are two James.  
The other feast of St. James, the son of Alphaeus is May 3rd.  This James was the son of Zebe-
dee and brother of John.  The story of James offers some important lessons for us as we reflect 
on our own faith life.  Recall that James and John were fishing when Jesus said: “Come follow 
me.”  James and John left everything behind, including their family to follow Jesus.  They 
knew nothing about him, yet they gave up their livelihood and all their security to be a disciple 
of Jesus.    

James and John are saints, yet they are very human figures.  At one point in the gospel, they 
ask Jesus if they can serve one on his right and the other on his left.  In essence, they were 
jockeying for favorable position.  Wisely, Jesus did not grant their request.  He told them that 
only the Father could do that. 
 

After his death, the disciples were scared and frightened.  They had placed their hopes in Jesus 
and had to witness his death, which was one of the cruelest forms of capital punishment known 
to civilization.  Their hopes rebounded when Jesus appeared to them after Easter in the upper 
room.  Once they received the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, they overcame their anxiety and went 
on to provide great leadership in the church. 
 

Before his death, we see James as leader of the church of Jerusalem in the Acts of the Apostles 
at the Council of Jerusalem, finalizing a decision about the Gentile converts.  The apostles pro-
vided the foundation of our church.  Through their efforts at evangelization and their willing-
ness to put their lives on the line, the church began, first in Jerusalem, and later spread through-
out the Mediterranean. 
 

Since Vatican II, we have not paid much attention to the subject of the communion of saints.  
The saints offer us some very important insights on how we might live our lives as people of 
faith.  It would be a mistake to make them out to be larger than life figures.  When we succumb 
to that temptation, we miss the valuable lessons of their lives.  As I pointed out about St. 
James, he jockeyed for position and power.  At times, he was scared not knowing where the 
next meal would come from, or if Roman authorities would knock on the door and take him 
away as they did Jesus.  Faith abounded.  Strengthened by the outpouring of the Holy Spirit at 
Pentecost, they went forth to continue the work that Jesus entrusted to them. 
 

All of us have been commissioned to go forth and continue the mission Jesus first gave to the 
apostles.  When you stop and think about it, there is much that remains to be done.  Many peo-
ple are lonely and anxious.  People continue to search for God in their lives.  Many are hungry 
and have nothing.  We can continue to be of great assistance to others by being people of faith.  
All of you can make an enormous difference for people when you share your gifts, especially 
your faith.  Like St. James, you too can one day be numbered among the great saints of the 
church.

        Daily Prayer This Week 
This whole week could be a time for each of us to grow 
in a sense of what we most deeply desire. If we let Sun-
day's gospel open our hearts we might find ourselves 
asking, begging God for what we need. 

And we can let the daily gospels renew our hope. Have 
we become cynical and jaded a bit? The world does 
seem to be like a field someone sowed weeds into. The 
growth of God's reign in this world doesn't seem to be 
growing, and the seeds seem so small. This is a good 
week to get in touch with what is discouraged in our 
hearts and to let the courage the Lord is offering us re-
new us. He promises that even small seeds work and 
that even a little yeast allows dough to grow. The proc-
ess is sometimes imperceptible, but that's why Jesus re-
minds us to place our trust in him. Our own hearts might 
be full of weeds, but the Lord doesn't want us ripping 
ourselves apart. He is full of mercy and healing recon-
ciliation. Jesus does not want us to be scandalized by the 
evil we see in the world. God is patient. And, God alone 
will judge. 

So every day this week, we can begin our day, establish-
ing a focus. This might be while standing next to our 
bed for a brief minute, or while pouring ourselves a cup 
of coffee, or while in the shower or getting dressed. This 
is the time that can transform any busy day into a more 
focused time of connection with our Lord. Using all 
sorts of background times throughout the day will take 
no "extra" time for prayer, but will make it possible to 
let these powerful scriptures interact with the daily 
events and relationships with which we are involved. 

One morning we might begin our day, simply by saying, 
"Lord, thank you for this day. Help me to pay attention 
to what and who I'm treasuring today." Or, "Lord, be 
with me this day and help me check my need to judge 
others. Help me place my trust in you today." While in 
the shower or going to work I might talk with the Lord 
about the day ahead, asking for particular help, focus, or 
a new way of valuing during that difficult 10 a.m. meet-
ing or with the clients or students or patients I will see. 
While doing the wash or shopping or preparing meals or 
while taking time with my family or friends in the eve-
ning, I can let myself have these 30 second friend-to-
friend conversations with the Lord. The readings pro-
vide a compass for our daily journey, but it is the contin-
ual practice at connecting with our Lord that carries us 
through the day. Looking back and saying "thank you" 
every night, if even for 30 seconds, will gradually trans-
form us and give us more courage and hope.

Read Sunday’s Gospel—Luke 12:13-2   

  Gospel Summary 
From the crowd, a man called out to Jesus asking for help in 
a family matter. The man wanted his share of the family 
inheritance from his brother. Jesus first made it clear that he 
was not the man's arbitrator and refused to enter the quarrel. 
But Jesus did use the opportunity to teach the crowd that 
placing too much emphasis on the acquisition of material 
wealth would lead to greed and greed would lead to conflicts 
in families. Jesus continued by making the point that true 
security did not exist in a surplus of goods when he relayed 
a parable about a man who had a bumper crop. So huge was 
the harvest's yield that the man decided to tear down his 
storage buildings and build new ones to hold all his grain. 
Once everything was stored, the man would have no worries 
and could spend his life without care. But God demanded 
the man's life that night and we are left to wonder what good 
did all the abundance do the man?  
 
Reflection for Families 
How many families do we know about, sadly maybe our 
own, who have been injured and separated by financial is-
sues. One person expects a portion of an inheritance but 
doesn't receive it. Maybe some unexpected person benefits 
from a family member's generosity and leaves a brother, 
sister, or child feeling neglected or overlooked. As parents 
we want to make the lives of our children comfortable and 
so we go about accumulating wealth and materials posses-
sions, but the Gospel today cautions us to beware of placing 
importance in the wrong places. We have no idea what will 
happen to our accumulations, but we do know God's prom-
ise that if we are prepared at the moment our lives are re-
called, we will have wealth beyond measure in heaven.  
 
Bringing the Gospel Into Your Family 
Make a list of all the “extra” things your family has. Most 
likely the list will be extensive. What things on this list bring 
your family security? (Remember there's nothing wrong 
with taking care of our families and building security!) Now 
imagine that a great disaster has been predicted for tomor-
row and there's a good chance you won't be here the next 
day. Which of these things are now important? Is there any-
thing you would alter on the list knowing that you only have 
a couple days left on this earth? When you have finished, 
ask each person what changes he/she might make in his/her 
life because of this exercise and then help or support one 
another in those changes.
