Helen said she had no idea she had even been nominated for the prestigious award until 
she received a telephone call in December saying she had been selected.

I do a lot of the behind-the-scenes work because I don’t like to be out 
front.” 

Helen has been constantly active in Holy Rosary Parish, at her alma mater Seattle Uni-
versity, and with the St. Martin’s golf tournament, which raises money for Catholic 
Housing Services’ emergency shelters and housing. 

She was a primary worker in the funding drive to build the current church at Holy Ro-
sary, a former Parish Council president, has been active in the Stephen Ministry and 
with Human Life of Washington.

During a mass in late March, father asked candidates and 
their sponsors to come forward before the altar. 

Members of the Holy Rosary congregation stood and ex-
tended their arms in fellowship and prayer for about a 
dozen adults and children, people who are seeking full-
fledged membership in the parish community and the Ro-
man Catholic Church. 

It was then that the priest, as priests have 
done on Sundays since September, sent the 
candidates away. 

They didn't go home. 

Those seeking entry into the church went 
directly to the Parish Office to contem-
plate and talk about what that day's scrip-
ture readings mean to them, and what the writers meant to 
convey? 

John and Terri Peters, members of the Holy Rosary con-
gregation, were there to help facilitate the discussion that 
day. The Peters are part of a rotating team that helps can-
didates address the intricacies of the New and Old Testa-
ment readings, all part of the RCIA, the Rite of Christian 
Initiation of Adults. The journey  leads up to Easter time 
decisions by each of the candidates, and the church, 

their maker. 

One who was baptized is Mark Ayers, 47, of Edmonds,  
who began the RCIA process in the 1990s at another par-
ish but moved before he completed the process. 

He picked it up again last fall at Holy Rosary. 

Ayers sees a community at this par-
ish and through that connection he 
sees a relationship with God. The 
RCIA process is through, but as a 
sacrament-receiving member of the 
congregation he also believes he's 
just at the outset of his spiritual 
growth. 

"It's like I'm at the beginning of the 
continuation of this spiritual journey," Ayers said. 

Another new member of the congregation, Sandra 
Hachler, 34, of Edmonds, said she's "real excited to be a 
part of the parish." 

Her husband, Anthony, and their four children have gone 
to Holy Rosary, and her spouse has supported Sandra 
through the RCIA process, "letting me make my own de-
cisions."

decisions by each of the candidates, and the church, 
whether they would become practicing members of the 
congregation. 

For each candidate, it's been a spiritual journey that began 
last fall and culminated April 3 at Easter Vigil. 

They've been taught about the mass and the meanings of 
the ritual. They've listened to and contemplated scripture, 
vocalizing meanings that hit close to home. They delved 
into the mysteries of the faith. The journey includes once 
weekly evening discussions about the faith, as well as 
thinking about scripture during a Sunday mass. 

For  four of them, the catechumens, there was baptism 
before receiving other sacraments. 

The others had been baptized in other faiths, and for the 
first time received the Eucharist and confirmation. 

They sought to join the church for all kinds of reasons. 
Maybe it's because of a spouse or another relative. Maybe 
they are just seeking something more or a connection with 

Sandra was raised by her grandparents, who attended a 
strict church that left her "feeling like that wasn't the re-
ligion for me." She rebelled, settled down and decided, "I 
wanted to raise the family the right way. I want (the chil-
dren) to know there is a forgiving God out there." 

One of her younger children has yet to be baptized, and 
she sees that as the remaining milestone, "and then the 
family will be complete." 

This RCIA spiritual journey is less a program and more a 
sacramental process concerned with the fundamental val-
ues of Christian life. Candidates and catechumens nor-
mally start their formal journey in September and com-
plete it around Easter. 

During this journey, Holy Rosary Pastor the Rev. Kenneth 
Haydock stressed that all of our daily lives are filled with 
rituals, such as the family gathering for the evening meal.

I recently read the book The Blind Side. It is a true story of one family’s effort to res-
cue a disadvantaged black youth. The mother of the family, Leigh Anne Touhy, had 
heard stories of the teenager, but first saw him when he stepped off a bus she and her 
husband were following.  It was snowing at the time and she was shocked to see that he 
was wearing shorts.  The next day she met him after school and took him shopping for 
clothes. When her friends learned of this, they wondered if she wasn’t going ‘over the 
top’ to help this kid – after all she hadn’t even been formerly introduced.  She said that 
all she saw was a kid wearing shorts in a snowstorm, “And for me it was as simple as 
that.” Then she said something that reminded me of this campaign and the contribution 
we were considering. She said “I think the Lord gives people money to see how they‘re 
going to handle it. I intend to handle mine correctly.” 

In the Daily Reflections for Lent, I read a touching story about a little girl name Ilse, a 
childhood friend of Gerda Klein, who tells the story. Gerda remembers the morning 
when Ilse, who was about six years old at the time of her internment at Auschwitz, 
found a single raspberry somewhere in the camp. Ilse carried the raspberry all day long 
in the protected fold of her pocket. That evening, her eyes shining with happiness, Ilse 
presented the raspberry on a leaf to her friend Gerda. “Imagine a world,” writes Gerda, 
“in which your entire possession is one raspberry, and your give it to a friend.” 

I wonder if it is truly possible for us to imagine such a thing. We are blessed to live at 
this time, in this place. We are blessed with family and jobs and homes and kids and a 
standard of living our grand-parents dreamed about. My wife Kelli and I are thankful 
for our blessings and we hope to use them correctly. For us, participation in this project
